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Parental Rearing Style in Patients with Borderline Personality Disorder
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[Abstract] Objective: To investigate the relationship between borderline personality disorder (BPD) and parental rear-
ing style. Methods: Fifty patients with borderline personality disorder and 50 normal controls were administrated by
Parental Rearing Style questionnaire (EMBU). Results: The results of EMBU demonstrated that there were significant dif-
ferences between BPD group and control group in 9 factors’ scores. Patient group got higher scores in the emotional
warmth factor from father and mother than the control group. And patient group had got lower scores in the overprotection,
rejection, ove interference, and rpulishment and firm control factors than the control group. Conclusion: The results sug-
gest that emotional warmth from parents may be an important factor to development of BPD.
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
