Objective: To study the structure, reliability and validity of Psychological Sense of School Membership

Scale. Methods: Data were collected from a sample of 1006 college students tested by the Chinese Version of PSSM. Re-
sults: Cronbach o of PSSM-CR were 0.817,0.820,0.673 and 0.873 respectively; Test-retest reliabilities of it were 0.809 |
0.813,0.654 and 0.848 respectively. EFA and CFA showed a good fit to the data. The convergent validity was good (P<

0.05). Conclusion: The Chinese version of Psychological Sense of School Membership has ideal reliability and validity,

and could be adopted by related researches.
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
