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A Study of School Violence and Effective Factors among Middle- school Students in a City

Abstract  Objective: To study the prevalence of school violence in middle school students in a city and to identify the
effective factors. Methods: 875 middle- school students from grade 1- 2 of junior middle school and Grade 1 and 2 of se-
nior middle school were recruited. Self- designed questionnaire of adolescents and the safety of schoolcampus were em-
ployed, to analyse the effective factors of school violence via logistic regression. Results:  The rate of psychological vio-
lence was 59.0%, and physical violence was 35.7%;  Male, single child in the family, unharmonized relation of the par-
ents were the risk factors of school violence. Conclusion:  School violence in middle- school students was serious.
School violence was influenced by society, school, family and students. In order to decrease school violence, we should
make great efforts to prevent its happening from these four facets.
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
