Abstract  Objective: To compare the validity of Interpersonal Perception Scale with MMPI. Methods: 171 military

undergraduates were administrated with Interpersonal Perception Scale and MMPI. Through group test and individual in-
terview, a comparison was made between the validity of them. Results: The sensitivity and Youden index of Interpersonal
Perception Scale were higher than MMPI significantly. Interpersonal Perception Scale could reduce the omission of MMPI
in Group screening of mental disorder. Conclusion: Interpersonal Perception Scale can be used in Group screening of

mental disorder.
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
