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Abstract  Objective: To examine the subjective perception of four cultural dimensions and the developmental trends
of undergraduates and middle school students. Methods: 1760 undergraduates and middle school students were adminis-
trated the Individualism- Collectivism Scale created by Triandis. Results: There was age effect in the perception of four
cultural dimensions of undergraduates and middle school students. With age growing, the perception of collectivism de-
creased sharply from 42.05% to 27.40% while that of individualism mounted up greatly from 5.01% to 18.58%. The per-
ception of horizontality fell from 47.06% to 40.71%, whereas verticality ascended from 4.14% to 6.19%. Conclusion: The
difference of the perception of cultural dimensions among undergraduates and middle school students is in the dimensions
of individualism and collectivism, the dimensions of .horizontality and verticality also change slightly.
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
