[ Abstracf] Objective: To investigate university students satisfaction with life in Hangzhou. Methods; 641 collge students from
seven colleges were tested with The Satisfaction with Life Scale(SWLS) . Results: ( 1) University students generally hold medium
satisfaction with life. (2)Female students were more satisfied than male students and students from cities were more satisfied than
those from country sde (P< 0. 01). Only— child studenis were more satisfied than no— only— child students and economically no
—needy students were more satisfactory than needy students( P< 0. 05). (3) There were significant differences between key uni-
versity students and non— key colleges students( P< 0. 01). Conclusion: The universty students in Hangzhou are moderately sati-
sfied with life . How to improve their life satisfaction need further research.
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
