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[ Abstracf] Objective; To study relationship between pemonality characteristics and criminal offences in male adult prisoners.
Methods: Personality of 175 male adult in prisoners was assessed by Eysenk Personality Questionnaire (EPQ). Results: (1) P,

N, E scores of prisoners were higher than those of the noms; (2) P score of the 18 ~29 age group was considerably higher than

that of the 30~ 45 age group whereas L. score of the 18 ~ 29 age group was lower than that of the 30~ 45 age group; (3) scores on

extroversion and emotional unstability were significantly higher , whereas scores on introversion and emotional stability were signifi-

cantly lower when compared to the noms; (4) a percentage of 43.43% of male adult prisoners showed typical psychotic traits (T

>>61.5). Condusion. There was significant relationship between personality and criminal offences.
